You have the opportunity to earn money towards your Counterpoint account by participating in car washes.  Also, this is an opportunity you to get to know each other (good for team building).   Your parents can volunteer for a shift or two!  Although they will not earn you any money towards your account, it will allow them to get to know your fellow Counterpoints better.  

Car washes are strictly voluntary, but if you sign up to participate (see who to contact below), you are expected to work.  Each participant will sign in and sign out on a sheet located at the car wash.  All monies will be divided equally and applied as a credit to the students' account.  For example:  If $700 is collected for the day, and a total of 70 hours was logged on the sign in/sign out sheet, then each Counterpoint who participated would be credited $10 per hour worked.  If you worked three hours that day, $30 would be applied as a credit to your account.  In years past, students have earned approximately $7.50 to $10 an hour for the time they worked.

These are advertised as "free" car washes with donations accepted.  Most people donate $5 to $10.   Some are more generous.  When you are scheduled to work, make sure that you tell your friends, family, neighbors and anyone else, that the Counterpoints are holding the car wash at Door #1 of NCHS from 9 AM to 3 PM.  

You will wash and dry the cars or stand along (not in the middle of!) 86th Street with signs that describe the car wash.  Washing and drying materials are provided.  You  may want to bring a towel to dry yourself off! Also sunscreen is not a bad idea.
