ADMISSIONS

PARTICIPATING SCHOOLS

Each director and all students who will be on stage (singers, instrumental musicians and stage crew) will have his or her hand stamped upon arrival.
Each school will be provided with five (5) free admission wrist bands for use by other adults (e.g. choreographers, bus drivers, adult stage crew and/or parent chaperones.)
Wrist bands must be affixed upon arrival at school
Anyone without a wrist band or a hand stamp will be expected to pay the regular admission fee to enter the performance venues.
REGULAR ADMISSION PRICES

Admission wristbands may be purchased at spectator entry sites in the Auditorium and Performance Arts Classroom lobbies and  At door 20.  

Wristbands entitle wearers to enter all competition venues.  (Auditorium-Show Choir.  Performance Classroom-Concert Choirs, Soloist Venue.)

ADULT ADMISSION IS:

$15.00 for the entire day; or

$10.00 for the daytime (preliminary) competition;

$10.00 for the evening (final) competition

CHILD (3-12) ADMISSION IS:

PARTICIPANT INFORMATION
HOSTS

Members of North Central’s Descants, Kings Court and Counterpoints choirs will be hosts and hostesses throughout the day.  They will be escorts to and from competition venues.  They are also there to provide assistance during your visit.  Other helpful contacts include: Arlene Janicky Raby-Room Chair.  Kim Hood Jacobs, Kris Cudahy, and Jim Schroeder-MIC Chairs.
HOMEROOMS

Upon arrival by bus, choirs will be escorted to assigned home rooms.

We must hold schools responsible for any damages or vandalism to any equipment, furniture, technology and furnishings in your homeroom.  Accordingly, each choir director will be required to sign a Participant Security Agreement which reflects this.
We must insist that choirs leave home rooms in the same condition as when you arrived. 
The North Central High School policy is that food and drinks are prohibited in the homerooms, in warm-up rooms and competition areas 
An adult chaperone must be in the room with the participants at all times; otherwise, the homeroom will be locked for your protection.  If choirs are finished performing but wish to stay for the remainder of the competition, please note:   homerooms will be locked one hour after they finish performing and remain locked until the end of the evening finals.  We cannot allow choir participants to use these rooms as lounges.  We’ve only scheduled enough volunteers to oversee homerooms of those choirs that are still performing in the competition.

No rehearsal singing or playing of instruments is permitted in the homerooms or hallways.

FIRST AID

A first aid station staffed by medical personnel will be located in the L Hall, adjacent to the information table, which is at the west end of the auditorium lobby.  Directors should bring student health records and send these with students who need treatment from the first aid station.

WARMUP ROOMS

All soloists and choirs will be escorted from their homerooms to the warm-up rooms by a host or hostess.
Soloists will warm-up in choir practice rooms in the K Hall (room K209).  Soloists have 10 minute warm-up periods, not including transit time.
Concert Choirs will warm up in room E-168.  Concert choirs have 20 minute warm-up periods, not including transit time.
Women’s Show Choirs will warm up in room E-168 for Prelims and in room E-166 for finals and have 20 minute warm-up periods, not including transit time.

Mixed Show Choirs will warm up in room E-166.  Show choirs have 20 minute warm-up periods, not including transit time.
Following warm-up, show choirs will be escorted to holding area behind the stages where there will be a 5-minute holding time.  Holding time is designed to accommodate preparation of all props and instruments and any other final preparations for the performance.  Be ready to enter the stage area once notified by the NCHS Stage Manger.  The clock will start when the stage manager notifies the director that the stage is clear and ready for entry.  Concert Choirs will be escorted to the Performance Classroom 5 minutes before performing time.
PERFORMANCE LOCATIONS

All soloists and choirs will be escorted from the designated warm-up rooms to the performance venues by a host or hostess.
Soloists will perform during the day in room L249.

Concert Choirs will perform in the Performance Arts Classroom, room F-173.   
Womens Show Choirs will perform the preliminary round in the Performance Arts Classroom, room F-173 and finals will be staged in the Auditorium, room B-127.

Mixed Show Choirs will perform in the Auditorium, room B-127.  At the end of the daytime session there will be an exhibition by North Central’s women’s show choir, the Descants.
FINALS—EVENING COMPETITION
Evening finals for both Women’s and Mixed Show Choirs will be in the Auditorium, room B-127.  The evening competition will include the top three women’s show choirs and the top five mixed show choirs.  There will also be exhibitions by both Solo winners and North Central’s mixed show choir, Counterpoints.   Finals for Concert Choirs will be in the Performance Classroom and will include the top four Concert Choirs.
HOSPITALITY ROOMS

There will be hospitality rooms for bus drivers, directors and choreographers.  These hospitality rooms are located in the rear of the school cafeteria with access from the K Hall.  Light refreshments will be provided in both rooms throughout the day.
