Each director and all students who will be on stage (singers, instrumental musicians 
and stage crew) will have his or her hand stamped upon arrival. 
 
Each school will be provided with five (5) free admission wrist bands for use by other 
adults (e.g. choreographers, bus drivers, adult stage crew and/or parent chaperones). 
 
Wrist bands must be affixed upon arrival at school.

PARTICIPANT INFORMATION 
 
HOSTS 
 
Members of North Central’s Descants, King’s Court and Counterpoints choirs will be 
hosts and hostesses throughout the day.  They will be escorts to and from competition 
venues.  They are also there to provide assistance during your visit.      
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ARRIVAL AND HOMEROOMS 
 
Buses will drop off choirs at door 4.  All equipment and props will be dropped off at 
door 5.  Both doors are located on the east side of North Central.  Choirs will be 
escorted to assigned homerooms by hosts. 
 
We must hold schools responsible for any damages or  vandalism to any equipment, 
furniture, technology and furnishings in your homeroom.  Accordingly, each choir 
director will be required to sign a Participant Secur ity Agreement which reflects 
this understanding. 
 
We must insist that choirs leave home rooms in the same condition as when you 
arrived.  
 
The North Central High School policy is that food and dr inks are prohibited in the 
homerooms, in warm-up rooms and competition areas.  

 
An adult chaperone must be in the room with the participants at all times; otherwise, 
the homeroom will be locked for your protection.  If choirs are finished performing 
but wish to stay for the remainder of the competition, please note:   homerooms will 
be locked one hour after they finish performing and remain locked until the end of the 
evening finals.  We cannot allow choir participants to use these rooms as lounges.  
We’ve only scheduled enough volunteers to oversee homerooms of those choirs that 
are still performing in the competition. 

 
No singing or  playing of instruments is permitted in the homerooms or hallways.  
This includes any traditional songs, or prayer hymns sometimes sung by groups 
before competing.  Please save time in warm-up rooms for these traditions. 

 
PROPS AND EQUIPMENT INFORMATION 
 
      Make sure there is an Equipment Diagram Form filled out for each choir. 
 
      Each choir is allotted a 30’  x 6’  area to store props and equipment. 
 
FIRST AID 

 
A first aid station staffed by medical personnel will be located in room L-256 
adjacent to the information table located in the west side of the Student Center 
(Auditorium lobby).  Directors should br ing student health records and send 
these with students who need treatment from the first aid center . 

 
 
WARMUP ROOMS 

 
All soloists and choirs will be escorted from their homerooms to the warm-up rooms 
by a host or hostess. 
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Soloists will warm-up in choir practice rooms in the K Hall (room K209).  Soloists 
have 10 minute warm-up periods, not including transit time. 
Concert Choirs will warm up in room E-168.  Concert choirs have 20 minute warm-
up periods, not including transit time. 
Mixed, Women’s and Festival Show Choirs will warm up in room E-166. Show 
Choirs have 20 minute warm-up periods, not including transit time. 
Middle School Show Choirs will warm up in room E-168.  Show Choirs have 20 
minute warm-up periods, not including transit time. 

 
PERFORMANCE LOCATIONS 
 

Following warm-up, show choirs will be escorted to holding area behind the stages 
where there will be a 5-minute holding time.  Holding time is designed to 
accommodate preparation of all props and instruments and any other final 
preparations for the performance.  Be ready to enter the stage area once notified by 
the NCHS Stage Manager.  The clock will start when the stage manager notifies the 
director that the stage is clear and ready for entry. 
   
Concert choirs will be escorted to the Performance Classroom 5 minutes before 
performance time. 
 
Soloists will be escorted to the solo competition venue. 
 
Solo Competition Par ticipants will perform during the day in the Performing Arts 
Classroom (PAC, room G-176). 
  
All Concert Choirs will perform in the Performing Arts Classroom 
(PAC, room G-176).    
 
Mixed and Women’s Show Choirs will perform in the Auditorium.  There will be 
exhibitions by North Central’s Descants and Accents. 
 
Festival and Middle School Show Choirs will perform in the Performing Arts 
Classroom (PAC, room G-176).   
 
Judges Cassette Tapes – Each choir will be given tapes with judges’  comments after 
the preliminary performances.  Please plan on br inging your  own cassette tape 
player  if you would like to listen to tapes.  

 
 
FINALS—EVENING COMPETITION 

 
Evening finals for both Women’s and Mixed Show Choirs will be in the 
Auditorium.  The evening competition will include the top three women’s show 
choirs and the top five mixed show choirs.  There will also be exhibitions by both 
Solo winners and North Central’s mixed show choir, Counterpoints.    
Finals for High School Concert Choirs will be in the Performing Arts Classroom 
(PAC, room G-176). 
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HOSPITALITY ROOMS 
 

There will be hospitality rooms for bus drivers, directors and choreographers.  These 
hospitality rooms are located in the rear of the school cafeteria with access from the K

AND PENALTIES 
 
DISQUALIFICATION 
 

1. Show choirs are free to execute any type of performance they wish.  However ; 
choirs selected as finalists must perform the same reper toire for  both performances.  
There is no minimum or  maximum number  of songs a group must perform.  Music 
need not be provided to the judges.  Any infraction will result in disqualification 
from the event.   

 
2. Directors may be on stage with their  respective choirs to direct and/or  play a 

musical instrument.  Directors may not leave the performance area once the show is 
in progress. Any infraction will result in disqualification from the event.   

 
3. No communication of any form is allowed from anyone offstage to those onstage.  

That includes head sets for  communication to performers or  anyone in the audience 
dur ing the performance.  Any infraction will result in disqualification from the 
event.   

 
4. Dur ing the performance, all singers, dancers and crew must be high school students.  

Any infraction will result in disqualification from the event. 
 

5. Contest rules prohibit the use of fireworks, fire, or  hazardous mater ials, and the use 
of any fasteners to the stage floor  or  r isers.  Use of any of the above items will result 
in automatic disqualification.   

 
PENALTIES 

 
1. There will be a 5-minute “holding”  time prior to each performance.  This is the time to 

prepare all props and instruments and to make final preparations to perform.  Be ready to 
enter the stage area once notified by the NCHS stage manager.  Each group will be 
allotted 25 minutes including set up and tear down.  The clock will start when the NCHS 
stage manager informs the director that the stage is clear and ready for the group to enter 
the stage.  The clock will stop when the last performer departs stage left, and the stage 
area is clear of all props and cleaned of debris.  There will be a competition official with 
a stop watch to verify all timing.   Any over time seconds over  the allotted time will 
result in a penalty of 1 point for  every 1 second.  The stage must be completely 
cleared within the 25-minute allotment. 

 
2. Penalty points assessed by judges and/or competition officials will be deduced from 

judges’  raw scores. 
 

3. Smoke machines using dry ice are permitted as long as there is no water or ice left on 
stage after the 25 minutes running time.  The overtime penalty will be in effect and 
doubled if the North Central crew must assist.  This is a safety issue for the next 
performing group. 

 
4. Any damage to hanging microphones during set up, performance or tear down will result 

in a penalty of 15 points. 
 

5. No Cameras of any kind will be allowed back stage. This will result in a 10 Pt. Penalty. 
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SHOW CHOIR SETUP-AUDITORIUM   
Venue for all Mixed and Women’s Show Choirs 
 

1. Performers will enter from stage right and exit stage left.  The entire performance will be 
within the performance area on stage.  Performers may exit and re-enter the staging area 
during the performance time.  Prop storage and costume changes may take place in the 
wings. 

 
2. Any adults helping in the set up must be off stage and out of the wings during the 

performances.  They may re-enter to help with tear down. 
    

3. All groups will use the platforms provided:  Wenger risers with preset heights of 8” , 16” , 
24”  and 32” .  Individual risers measure 8’  x 4’ .  Risers will be placed four sections wide 
and four sections deep.  Side steps will be provided.  Any group wishing to use rear steps 
will need to provide their own and be moved in with the setup.  The risers will be 
positioned 12’  from the mic line.  This configuration cannot be changed. 

 
4. NCHS Stage crew will place the Clavinova keyboard, monitors, and microphones before 

your time begins. 
 

5. There will be five microphones across the stage.  Three will be wireless.  There will be 
hanging microphones above the second row of platforms.  Additional sound equipment 
provided by the individual schools will not be allowed.  Remember:  head sets for 
communication to performers or anyone in the audience during the performance is also 
not permitted and is grounds for disqualification.  (See disqualifications).  

 
6. The singers/dancers and crew participating in the timed performance must be students 

enrolled in the participating school.  See ISSMA rules. 
 

7. There will be a standard lighting set up for all groups.  (Sorry, we cannot accommodate 
special lighting requests). 

 
8. Any type of live instrument accompaniment may be used.  Taped accompaniments may 

not be used by mixed or  women’s division choirs.  The use of synthesizer and its 
capabilities is acceptable.  Each choir will provide its own drum set. 

 
9. One adult may serve as conductor on stage during the performances.  One adult may 

serve as a performer on any instrument.  If the performing adult also serves as the 
conductor, no other adults may be on stage.  Violations will disqualify a group for the 
“Best Band”  award.   

 
10. There is no limit to the number of props used.  The size of the props will be determined 

by the door sizes of the stage.  Set up of props in the wings will be included in the 
allotted 25 minutes.  The stage right door dimensions are 94”  (7’10”) wide by 108”  (9’ ) 
high.  The stage left door dimensions are 94”  (7’10”) wide by 83”  (6’11” ) high.       

 
11. No prop that would cause harm to the performers, audience, or the facility will be 

permitted.  Clean-up time for props will be counted as part of the allotted 25 minutes.  
Special effects must have the approval of contest officials prior to the event.  Please bring 
adequate weights or sandbags to secure large props.  
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SHOW CHOIR SETUP-PERFORMING ARTS CLASSROOM – G-176 
Venue for all Festival and Middle School Show Choirs  
 

1. Performers will enter and exit stage right.  The entire performance will be within the 
performance area on stage.  Performers may exit and re-enter the staging area during the 
performance time.  Prop storage and costume changes may take place in the wings (small 
space) and behind the stage. 
 

2. Any adults helping in the set up must be off stage and out of the wings during the 
performances.  They may re-enter to help with tear down. 
 

3. All groups will use the platforms provided:  Wenger risers with preset heights of 8” , 16” , 
24”  and 32” .  Individual risers measure 8’  x 4’ .  Risers will be placed four sections wide 
and four sections deep.  Side steps will be provided.  Any group wishing to use rear steps 
will need to provide their own and be moved in with the setup.  However, there is not 
much room for rear steps.  The risers will be positioned 9’  from the mic line.  This 
configuration cannot be changed and nothing may be added. 

 
4. NCHS Stage crew will place the Clavinova keyboard and the microphones before your 

time begins. 
 

5. There will be three microphones across the stage.  One will be wireless.  Additional 
sound equipment provided by the individual schools, will not be allowed.  Remember:  
head sets for communication to performers or anyone in the audience during the 
performance is also not permitted and is grounds for disqualification.  (See 
disqualifications). 

 
6. The singers/dancers and crew participating in the timed performance must be students 

enrolled in the participating school.  See ISSMA rules. 
 

7. There will be a standard lighting set up for all groups.  (Sorry, we cannot accommodate 
special lighting requests). 
 

8. Any type of live instrument accompaniment may be used.  Taped accompaniments may 
be used in the Festival and Middle School Divisions.  The use of synthesizer and its 
capabilities is acceptable.  Each choir will provide its own drum set.  FYI  – with the 
shell of the PAC your  accompanists will be amplified. 

 
9. One adult may serve as conductor on stage during the performances.  One adult may 

serve as a performer on any instrument.  If the performing adult also serves as the 
conductor, no other adults may be on stage.   

 
10. There is no limit to the number of props used.  The size of the props will be determined 

by the door sizes of the stage.  Set up of props in the wings will be included in the 
allotted 25 minutes.   The stage right door dimensions are 5’3”  wide x 8’  3”  high.       

 
11. No prop that would cause harm to the performers, audience, or the facility will be 

permitted.  Clean-up time for props will be counted as part of the allotted 25 minutes.  
Special effects must have the approval of contest officials prior to the event.  Please bring 
adequate weights or sandbags to secure large props.  
 

12. Any adults helping in the set up must be off stage and out of the wings during the 
performances.  They may re-enter to help with tear down.

PERFORMING ARTS CLASSROOM SET-UP  
CONCERT CHOIR RULES 
 
 

 
1. The Concert Choir competition, including PRELIMINARIES and FINALS will be held in 

the Performing Arts Classroom.  Each group will be allotted 18 minutes.  The time will 
begin when the first performer enters stage right until the last performer has exited stage 
right.    

 
2. All singers must be students at your high school.   Any infraction will result in 

disqualification from the event. 
 

3. There will be 7 sections of three-step risers on stage.  Two more sections may be added 
upon request. 

 
4. There will be a grand piano and music stand on-stage. 

 
5. Two original copies of the music must be submitted to the judges for the preliminaries.  

Two original copies will be needed for the finals.  Please number all of the measures. 
 

6. Each choir must perform at least two selections and not more than three.  They must be 
performed from memory. 

 
7. The preliminary competition will have two judges.  The final competition will have two 

judges.  ISSMA adjudication form will be used for judging.    
 

8. Any seconds beyond the allotted time will result in a penalty of 1 point for every 15 
seconds.   

 
9. Penalty points assessed by the judges and/or competition officials will be deducted from 

the judges’  raw scores. 
 

10. Published schedules are subject to change. 
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2010 NORTH CENTRAL MIC 
SOLO COMPETITION RULES 
 
 
 
 
 

1. There is a maximum of two soloists per choir.  Each 
soloist must be a performing member of the choir. 

 
2. A soloist’s accompaniment may be live (piano or guitar) or taped (audiotape or CD).  All 

styles of music are accepted. Top awards will be given in two categories: Broadway/pop 
and classical.   

 
3. There will be two judges for the soloist competition.  Judges will provide written 

adjudication sheets.   
 

4. There will be a 4 minute time limit for each solo.  Penalty points will be assessed for any 
performance that exceeds the limit which is one point per second per ISSMA rules. 
Penalty points assessed by the judges and/or competition officials will be deducted from 
the judges’  raw scores.   

 
5. All styles of music are acceptable. 

 
6. Performance must be from memory. 

 
7. A complimentary (non-professional) videotape of each soloist will be presented to 

directors.
